Persuade: to win over to a belief or course of action by argument or request





For the fourth quarter AR project, you will have to give a 3-5 minute speech persuading your classmates to read the book you have chosen.





Your presentation must include: 





?	a visual board (poster board, or some other type) that has the book title, author, character names, setting, and plot.  Do not include solution to the story.  You want to persuade your classmates to read the book, and giving the ending away won’t make them want to read.





?	You must also have three “jackdaws”.  A “jackdaw” is an interesting artifact or object from the book.  You can create or use other objects for your jackdaws.





?	The book you are presenting in your book talk.





**Keep in mind, your presentation must be at least 3 minutes and no more than 5.
