
Winter Celebrations Project


During the winter months, many holiday celebrations take place.  You got a glimpse at these holidays during the “Arctic Express” performance.  Now it's time to get a better idea of what these celebrations are all about.


In order to better understand these holiday celebrations, we will be doing research and presenting our information to our classmates in order to teach each other about the various winter holiday celebrations.  Each student will be assigned a holiday celebration.  Using the internet, library books, and other resources, you will have to locate information for your assigned celebration and then organize that information in order to teach your classmates.

RESEARCH:

Using the questions given to you below, use the internet, books, or other sources to locate the information.  Each student will be given at least 2 internet sites to use to help you find information.  We will be going to the computer lab on Thursday, December 2nd  and 9th  to locate information. 

Questions for Research:

When is the celebration observed?

When did people first begin this celebration?

What is the purpose of this celebration?

Is this celebration associated with a religion?

What is a story (legend or myth) associated with this celebration?  Are there others?

Describe the celebration in as many details as possible.

What are some symbols associated with this celebration? What is the meaning of these symbols?  Be sure to provide at least 3 symbols. (Be sure to draw or provide pictures of a few of the symbols on your visual).

PRESENTATION:

After finding the information you need, you will be responsible for organizing the information found from the research questions above to present to your classmates.  You will need a visual (either a poster board with the information or a power point presentation) that gives the information.  You will also need to present the information orally to your classmates.  Be sure to become an “expert” on your topic and be prepared to answer questions your classmates may have.

GRADING AND DUE DATE:

The project will be worth 50 points and a part of your religion grade. A rubric will be provided at the beginning of the project.  The project will be due on THURSDAY, DECEMBER 16.  Our presentations will begin on that day.
